INTRODUCTION

New Basics Framework planning will be developed around the supporting structures of a curriculum plan, an assessment plan and pedagogy plan.

Curriculum

In describing the curriculum plan for the school, decisions will need to be made about the what and the when of the elements of the 4 New Basics.  In so doing schools will briefly describe the work that they will do to provide their students with the abilities described by the 16 elements of the New Basics (Curriculum Organisers Booklet)

In addition this will be further defined by a description of a student’s journey in acquiring the necessary repertoires of practice demanded by the operational fields of knowledge, the Rich Tasks at the appropriate junctures and the school, social, community and global context in which the student lives.

Assessment

There are 5 tasks at year 3, 7 tasks at year 6 and 8 tasks at year 9.  Preparation for these tasks and a student’s ability to acquire the necessary repertoires, will depend on a coordinated approach across year levels, disciplines, KLAs and even schools.  When the tasks will culminate and who will be involved needs a coordinated approach, the plan needs to describe this timing and team work.  

New Basics schools will have a centralised, standard report for student performance on Rich Tasks.  How, when and if schools intend to report to their communities on the outcomes from their own school based assessment tasks and the 4 New Basics categories, beyond the standardised reporting process, is the domain of the assessment plan. 

Pedagogy

What processes schools will use to inform, engage and monitor the development of Productive Pedagogies is the domain of the pedagogy plan.  How schools describe or conceptualise this plan is highly dependent on a school’s individual pedagogical journey.

Pedagogy is at the heart of the New Basics agenda and forward planning would include a description of the role that pedagogical reform will take in the enactment of the New Basics.

3 Year Planning
Throughout the 3-year curriculum planning process keep these key ideas and concepts in mind.

Curriculum Planning

Please be aware that these are suggestions only and are in no way prescriptive.  New Basics schools will develop a 3-year curriculum plan which demonstrates planning for the successful enactment of the mandated Rich Tasks at years 3, 6, and 9, their targeted repertoires and a delivery on the elements of the 4 New Basics.  Ideas and information to assist with this process are also available in the New Basic e-filter – specifically the New Basics section and the Toolkits section.

Plan version 1 template 

Looks at the repertoires in relation to the New Basics referents and provides a template to:

· identify which repertoires will be the focus in preceding years in order to achieve the targeted repertoires for a Rich Task 

· identify what skills, abilities and understandings students will need to develop to successfully achieve the New Basics.

· identify school based programs, repertoires and activities which will support the development of the 4 New Basics.

NB.  Each repertoire has been categorised as ‘belonging to’ a particular New Basics referent.  This placement is in no way prescriptive.  Repertoires can assist with the development of many New Basics referents.  Placements here is to assist with the identification of ‘gaps’ or areas within the New Basics where school programs and processes will need to enhance the New Basics curriculum beyond the repertoires demanded by the Rich Tasks.

Plan version 2

Looks at repertoires and New Basics referents through the eyes of each Rich Task and asks you to:

· identify which repertoires will be the focus in the years preceding the junctures 3,6,9 but does so with a focus on the New Basics referent

· identify school programs/activities/repertoires that will enhance a New Basics referent within the enactment of the Rich Task
