· Tannum Sands SHS 

Billabong Project
This is a program for State High School and Primary school students to enhance their school life by improving attendance, self esteem and sense of community identity through workshops using art, dance and oral history.
· Primary Arts Network Ipswich/Ipswich West Special School
The Numbellie Seat Project
This is a Public Art project to create a collaborative community art installation in Queens Park Ipswich. This project will provide opportunities for Years 4 to 7 primary school children to work and learn together with Indigenous artists, story tellers and a non Indigenous mosaic artist to acknowledge the value of Indigenous cultures.

· Rockhampton SHS
My Culture, My Country Project
This project develops Indigenous students' knowledge of culture, language, country, local history and protocols. It will engage both primary and secondary school students and develop their knowledge and understanding of Indigenous iconography and storytelling through painting, filmmaking, sculpture and written text.

· Western Cape College
Reach, Arts Industry and Enterprise Project
This Arts Industry & Enterprise Project will provide residential arts industry placement for youth/emerging artists from the Western Cape communities. Delivery of education and training programs will be connected throughout this program delivering strong students, strong results, strong futures; highly skilled and qualified individuals, vibrant arts and strong culture as well as pathways into arts employment.

· North Brisbane, Brisbane Central & Western Education Districts
Justice Pathways Project
This training project in conjunction with Brisbane North Institute of TAFE and Queensland Police Service will develop a Certificate III Business Administration (Legal) specifically for Indigenous students in Years 10, 11 and 12. This will increase retention rates of Indigenous students at school, increase the number of Indigenous students leaving school with a recognised qualification as well as increasing the number of Indigenous students articulating to tertiary education.

· Bundaberg SHS
Celebrating Indigenous Culture Project
This project is for students in Years 8, 9, 10, 11 and 12. The project will establish a long term bush tucker garden to be used by the Indigenous culture group, SOSE and science classes now and in the future.

· Tullawong SHS
Indigenous Yarning/Dance Circle Project
This project will develop an Indigenous dance component to be embedded into Year 8 Dance curriculum. Indigenous dance will be taught to all Indigenous high school and primary school students and a specific Indigenous dance area will be developed within the High School.
· Brisbane Indigenous Media Association trading as Triple Training
Media in School Project (MSIP) Project
This project is to provide accredited vocational training in radio broadcasting to Indigenous Year 10 students from 5 different schools

· Queensland Theatre Company
Indigenous Drama and Development Program
This project has been developed for students between Years 8 to 12 to engage them in the key learning area of drama, to increase their confidence levels and communication skills, to empower young Indigenous people to present their own culture in their own way and to train teachers to be able to undertake teaching in this area.

· Maroon SS
Indigenous Book Development Project
This project aims to retain local Aboriginal stories and language by developing a book containing stories told by Indigenous Elder George Curry. Together with a local Indigenous artist primary school children will be involved in the production, writing and illustrating, of these stories using Aboriginal words wherever possible. Local art knowledge will be retained and incorporated into the school program as a result of training by Indigenous artist. It is intended that this knowledge will be accessible to Fassifern Cluster Schools.

· Queensland Music Festival
Score It!
This innovative skills development and learning initiative brings together key industry players to produce a short film scoring competition, targeted particularly to secondary school students in Indigenous communities. Workshops in preparation for the competition will demonstrate how scores are devised and fit with a film.
