Boonah Mural
This program engages Indigenous groups and cluster school communities to design and paint a mural on the wall outside the Scenic Rim offices in Boonah.
· Longreach State High School
Walking in our Shoes
Students from four different Aboriginal nations Inigai, Guwa, Maiawali and Kuungkari will share a journey across the area so that they learn about each different nation by listening to Elders and visiting cultural sites.
· Queensland Music Festival
Score it! – from composition to distribution
This innovative skills development and learning initiative brings together students to build on their involvement in the previous program working with professional artists. The program is designed to introduce students to education and music industry opportunities. 
· Bunyabilla Inc, Pine Rivers 

Bunyabilla Art and Culture School Workshops
Students at Undurba State School, Beachmere State School and Pine Rivers State High School will learn Indigenous culture and art in workshops facilitated by local Indigenous artists. The project will introduce Indigenous children to their own culture and consolidate their sense of community. 
· Southern Queensland Institute of TAFE
Creative Culture
Toowoomba and Warwick TAFEs will become hubs for local Indigenous artists to access materials, training, infrastructure and mentoring to produce works that are marketable to galleries and private collectors.

· Cherbourg State School
Books, Books, Books
This literacy program will enable Cherbourg students to celebrate their Aboriginal culture, realise their creative potential and improve their literacy learning across the school. Students will develop new book themes and explore a wide variety of creative illustration processes through working closely with Cherbourg Elders, community members and local and visiting artists.
· Torquay State School

Little Sistas, Little Brothers Kids Klub
This program will resource an existing non-funded volunteer-run, Indigenous student program to create a performing group in art, music, dance and drama. Students will perform and showcase cultural songs, plays, dances and art for the school and wider community promoting Indigenous culture.
· Our Lady Help of Christians School, Earlville Cairns
Sharing our story through dance
This program will develop and explore traditional and contemporary dance within the existing arts curriculum. Students will explore, develop and value Indigenous dance to further enhance their knowledge and understanding of Indigenous cultures. Indigenous leaders and dancers will be involved in developing the curriculum which will explore local traditions.
· Dalby State High School
Honouring Culture – expanding pathways to success
This program will establish a Sclerophyll Forest area incorporating an Indigenous art walk and bush tucker area. This will involve Indigenous and non-Indigenous people to further the school’s Honouring Culture – pathways to success program. A ‘Crossing Cultures’ aspect is planned to be incorporated into the area as Dalby High’s continued contribution to reconciliation.
· Mornington Island State School
Writing for our People, our future

This program will create a series of books of relevance and importance to students, to be used as literacy resources throughout the school, especially lower and middle primary school. It will also set up a web page where the books can be viewed and purchased by the wider public and school community. In addition, a web page will be created on The Learning Place, where students can use ICT to access the books and complete literacy activities.
