	INFORMATION – GENERAL

1. Under sections 176 and 239 of the Education (General Provisions) Act 2006 (EGPA 2006) a parent must ensure that any child of compulsory school age is enrolled at and attends a state school or non-state school or if in the compulsory participation phase is participating in an eligible option. One of the ways in which a parent may meet these obligations is to maintain registration for home education.
Note: [Compulsory school age means a child is at least 6.5 years of age and less than 16 years of age or has completed Year 10, whichever happens first. Compulsory participation phase starts when the person stops being of compulsory school age and ends when the person gains a senior certificate, certificate III or certificate IV; or has participated in eligible options for 2 years after the person stopped being of compulsory age; or turns 17 years.] 


	INFORMATION – REGISTRATION

1. In order to continue registration of a child under s.217 of the EGPA 2006 a parent must comply with the standard conditions of registration and:  

a. Ensure the child receives a high-quality education as detailed in the child’s educational program or adapted learning philosophy;

b. Annually submit a written report on the educational progress of the child:

Note: It is recommended that the educator keep learning records for the child through the year to enable the formation of the annual report;

c. Supply the written report (See Item 5 of this form) to the Home Education Unit for the attention of the chief executive or their delegate during the tenth month of the registration year;

d. Notify the Home Education Unit of any change in the address of the child’s usual place of residence within 28 days after the change happens.

2. The Home Education Unit will remind parents when the report is due so as to allow adequate time for them to collate their information.  
3. The chief executive or their delegate may— 
a. require further information or documentation to decide whether the standard conditions of registration continue to be met; 

b. require information or documents to be verified by a statutory declaration;
c. in granting continuing registration of a child for home education, decide to impose conditions on the registration that are relevant and reasonable;
d. decide to change the conditions of the registration if there is a reasonable basis to make the change.
4. Once it is determined that the standard conditions of registration have been met the parent will be notified by mail.

	Item 3.
	Details of who will teach the child under home education

Under the s.205 of the EGPA 2006 the child is to be taught—

1. by one or both of the child’s parents; or

2. by a person engaged or employed by a parent of the child and that person must be a registered teacher under the provisions of Education (Queensland College of Teachers) Act 2005, and primarily at the child’s usual place of residence.


	Item 6.
	Details of the child’s program
It is a standard condition of registration under s.217 of the EGPA 2006 that a parent is to ensure that the child receives a high-quality education. To enable the chief executive or their delegate to be reasonably satisfied that a parent continues to meet this condition, documentation is required about the proposed educational program or how the chosen learning philosophy is to be implemented to meet the child’s educational needs for the coming year. 
1. This documentation should show evidence of a high-quality education that—
a. has regard to the age, ability, aptitude and development of the child concerned;
b. takes account of the report provided by the parent and promotes continuity of the learning experiences of the child concerned;
c. is responsive to the changing needs of the child concerned;
d. reflects and takes into account current understandings related to educational and other development of children; 
e. is responsive to the child’s need for social development;

f. is supported by sufficient and suitable resources; and
g. is conducted in an environment conducive to learning.
2. The documentation can be supplied in any written format but should clearly address each of the above requirements and explain how these will be met.

	Item 5. Standard conditions of registration – Written report

	Under s.217 of the Education (General Provisions) Act 2006 (EGPA 2006) in order for a child’s registration to continue, a parent is required to provide a written report on the child’s educational progress for the year. This report must be supplied in the approved form at least 2 months, but not more than 3 months, prior to the anniversary of the child’s registration.

The report must include qualitative data to demonstrate the monitoring of the child’s performance. This data must include—
1. information about the educational goals set for the child;
2. how the child performed against these goals;
3. records or diaries of learning undertaken and completed; and
4. examples of the child’s work that demonstrate the levels at which the child is working.

Note: It is recommended that the parent keep learning records and work samples for the child throughout the year.

The report should include quantitative data of educationally recognised tests or assessment if any have been undertaken. (For example, if the child has participated in the Years 3, 5, 7 or 9 literacy and numeracy tests, include the results in the report).
