	OPERATIONAL SAFETY CHECKS

	DO NOT use faulty equipment – report this immediately to your teacher

	1. Fit and tighten the correct cutter bit. Ensure that it conforms to specifications.
2. Secure the router to the underside of the table and adjust the cutter depth. 
3. All guards and necessary fences must be in place to operate this equipment.
4. Jigs and templates are to be used wherever possible. NEVER freeform. 
5. Check the functions of all fences, jigs, fixtures and templates. Ensure all adjustments are secure before starting. 
6. Note: the isolating switch on the table must be connected and operational. 
7. Allow the machine to reach full speed before contacting the work piece.
8. Feed direction must be AGAINST the direction of rotation of the cutter bit. 
9. Feed work piece slowly into the cutter bit and hold firmly against a fence. 
10. Keep hands away from the cutting area. DO NOT attempt to remove any waste material while the cutter bit is moving. 
11. If any unforeseen problems arise while routing, stop immediately, switch off and report it to your teacher. Never leave the router running unattended.
