Creating Healthier Workplaces

Work safe, learn safe, be safe

The first step of the risk management process is to identify the hazards – the things that can hurt us.

We then determine how dangerous they are. The greater the level of risk, the more we need to do to ensure safety. 

Control measures are the things we do to reduce the level of risk.

For example: 

Not using faulty equipment,

Guarding machinery,

Wearing protective equipment, 

or erecting safety fences.

Once you have put in place the best control measures, the activity can be conducted.

During the activity we should monitor the effectiveness of the controls.

Are they doing the job we thought they would do?

We may have to put additional controls in place.

After the activity, complete a review and make recommendations for how a similar activity could be made safer in the future.

So remember,

If you’re aware of it, take care of it.
