Work safe, learn safe, be safe

To establish safe systems in workshop areas it’s important to have clear safety expectations for everyone entering.
Prominently display workshop safety rules and explain these often to workshop participants.
Have written safe operating procedures and risk assessments for equipment and be sure to provide regular training on these, especially before any equipment is used for the first time.

A system for keeping records of all training including inductions and ongoing training should be maintained.
Modelling good safety practices will help establish and maintain a safety culture in your workshop.
In addition to this, well placed signs and posters are good visual reminders for everyone to think and act safely

Establish regular times with your staff for checking workshop areas and discuss safety concerns relating to equipment and processes
