This three-week
program, conducted entirely in Japanese, requires
participants to have an intermediate to high level
of Japanese language proficiency (equivalent to
Japanese Language Proficiency Test rating of N4

or higher).
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Participants will attend lessons at the Japan
Foundation Japanese-Language Institute, Kansai,
observe classes at primary and secondary schools,
deliver presentations to Japanese school students,
obtain authentic teaching resources, and visit
Japanese homes and places of cultural significance in
the Osaka prefecture.

Through this program, participants not only enhance
their Japanese language teaching capabilities and
deepen their understanding of Japanese culture -
they also contribute to the strengthening educational
ties between Queensland and Japan, fostering cross-
cultural connections that enrich both communities.
