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On this page, we ask you to upload a photo of yourself. The instruction is: 

 

Upload a current photo of yourself:  

Make sure your photo is clearly labelled with your full name so we can 

identify you easily when we download your application. You may upload .jpeg 

and .png images. Make sure the file size is small.   
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Underneath the ‘Upload a current photo of yourself’ section, you will find the 

four key questions. The purpose of these questions is to learn more about 

you. You should prepare your responses ready to ‘cut and paste’ into the 

Online Application Portal. 

 

The four key questions are: 

Question 1: Tell us about yourself. Why do you believe you would be a great 

applicant for the Osaka World Expo Ambassador Program? What attributes 

and skills will you bring to this program?  

(2000 characters maximum - approx. 300 words) 
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Question 2: How will you foster a positive and collaborative working 

relationship with your teaching partner to deliver high-quality STEAM lessons 

to English language learners in Japan? Additionally what strategies will you 

use to navigate cultural difference and promote mutual understanding in 

cultural situations? 

(2000 characters maximum - approx. 300 words) 

 

 

Question 3: How will this opportunity help you to grow professionally, 

enhance your global competence skills, and build the global competence of 

your students, other teachers and the broader school community?  

(2000 characters maximum - approx. 300 words) 
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Question 4: Share details of when you have delivered seminars to audiences 

outside of a school? 

(2000 characters maximum - approx. 300 words) 
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The information on page 7 reads:  

 

Next Steps: 

• A Project Officer will send you a confirmation email after reviewing your 

application. You will be required to sign the Applicant Declaration, 

Acknowledgement and Consent Form at this point.  

• Please allow up to 5 business days to receive the confirmation email.   

• Once all applications are processed, a panel will review and shortlist. 



 

• All applicants will be notified of the outcome from the shortlisting stage 

via email. 

• If shortlisted, a Project Officer will: 

− Contact your supporting supervisor (Principal or delegate) to 

endorse your application and suitability for the program. 

− Contact your Principal who will be required to sign the Principal 

Statement - Approval for Participation in the Program form. 

• Shortlisted applicants will be invited to an interview with a selection 

panel. 

• Interviews will be conducted online via Microsoft Teams. 

• All interviewed applicants will be notified of the outcome via email from 

the Director, Global Engagement. 

• Further details about the selection process can be found in the 

Chaperones: Conditions of Entry, Program Rules and Privacy 

Statement.
