The investigation process provides us with the opportunity to review existing controls and procedures.

For example:

Were they adequate?

Were they missing?

Did they fail?

Once we have collected information by speaking with people, taking photographs and collecting other documents, we can organise and analyse the relevant information to determine the cause of the incident.

Once the cause or causes have been identified, we can then make recommendations to implement corrective actions.

By doing this we can prevent the reoccurrence of a same or similar incident, preventing other people from getting hurt.
