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School Council
Retention and disposal of school council records
A school council is a public authority under the Public Records Act 2002.
Records of school councils are to be maintained as per the Queensland State Archives General Retention and Disposal Schedule for Administrative Records (see Descriptions: Internal committees – major, and Committees – appointment of members) and the departmental procedure Information asset and recordkeeping.
Documentation such as nomination forms and ballot papers are to be retained for five years.
